The meeting commenced with a formal welcome by the Chairman, Prof. M.M. Prabhuswamy.

Agenda of the meeting are as follows:

Agenda 13.1: Reading and recording of previous BOS meeting held on 14.07.2017.

The Chairman placed the proceedings of the previous BOS meeting held on 14th July 2017 before the members for the formal approval. As there were no objections, the board approved the proceedings.

Decision: Approved

Agenda 13.2: Updation/modification of existing syllabus

The Chairman placed the agenda regarding updation or modification of syllabus of six subjects of the existing B.A.LL.B, B.B.A.LL.B, LL.B programmes with suitable changes proposed by the respective subject teachers in compliance with BCI, which are as follows:

1. Money and Public Finance

2. Administrative Law

3. Law of Evidence

4. Public Health Law

5. Law of Crimes

6. Labour Welfare Legislations

· Prof M.M. Prabhuswamy placed the proposal for minor modification in the syllabus of Money and Public Finance and inclusion of Deficit Financing in unit V. Prof. Dr. Ramesh suggested, to include topics such as electronic transfers, bitcoins to the subject. Prof. M.M. Prabhuswamy and Mr. Jagadish A T clarified that those concepts have been incorporated in Information Technology Act subject exclusively.

· In the subject of Administrative Law, Mrs. Ashwini P proposed minor changes in the syllabus in unit IV – administrative discretion and unit V – Doctrine of waiver and right to know.

· In the subject of Law of Evidence, Dr. S. Nataraju proposed the changes in its syllabus inclusion of certain areas like proof of execution and alteration, proof of digital signature (S. 67 to 73A); public documents and presumptions (S. 74 to 90A). He further placed his request to modify Public Health Law subject, inclusion of topics like poor patients and financial assistance, introduction of jan aushadhi, generic drugs, Electronic Health Record (EHR) and standards for India. Prof. M.P. Nagendramurthy opined that the introduction of above topics would make the syllabus voluminous which might cause burden to the students. Dr. S.Nataraju justified its need as it is simple and recent trends in public health system.

· Smt. Usha Rani M.C proposed changes to be introduced in the subject of Law of Crimes, mainly realignment of the topics in the subject of Law of Crimes – unit II – Ss. 76 to 229A, unit III – 230 to 348, unit IV – S. 349 to 414 and unit V – S. 415 to 511.

· With regard to Labour Welfare Legislations, Prof. M.M. Prabhuswamy proposed the minor changes to be introduced in the subject especially unit I – Employees Compensation inclusion of topics like commissioner, appointment, reference to courts, jurisdiction of civil courts, venue of proceedings and transfer, power and procedure of commissioners. In unit II – Employees’ State Insurance Act, 1948 – application and scope of the Act, dependent, employment injury, employment, employee and wages. Prof. Dr. Ramesh opined that under the Maternity Benefit Act the topic of paternity benefit should also be mentioned because as such the area is ignored in spite of its beneficial provision.

· Mr. Jagadish A. T required clarification from the board with regard to frequent changes in enactments, rules and notification especially in the subject like Information Technology – in such cases whether to go for updation of the syllabus which would requires frequent alterations in the syllabus or discuss the provisions in the class impliedly. The board suggested that though it is sufficient to discuss in the class as and when required, it would be appropriate to bring in changes in the syllabus if it bring major breakthrough, for its authenticity.

Decision: Approved

13.3: Introduction of new subject:

· Prof. M.M. Prabhuswamy placed the proposal to introduce  Cost and Management Accounting course, replacing Management Information System course of III Semester B.B.A., LL.B. Smt. Sunitha and Smt. Tejaswini highlighted the need for introducing new course, which enables with working problem. It will be a working paper in the place of old subject which is purely theory oriented. By introducing working paper the B.B.A students shall have exposure to problem solving skills and practical oriented which is essential for business administration. Prof. Dr. Ramesh enquired whether there is any scope for B.B.A students to take up internship with the help of this new subject and the response from the course teachers was affirmative. 

· Dr. S. Nataraju highlighted the need for course objectives along with its scope for employability in each course as it carries significance in NAAC process. Mr. Pradeep also highlighted the importance of course outcomes for each course with similar significance. 

· Prof. P. Shivananda Bharathi opined that the course content and coverage of unit IV and unit V of the new subject found to be less and advised the course teachers to include more topics so as to enable the question paper setters from examination point of view for wider coverage. The course teachers noted this comment and agreed to do necessary changes in unit IV and unit V. Mr. Pradeep clarified whether topics such as shares and stocks are included elsewhere. Smt. Tejaswini responded that such topics are dealt exclusively under Corporate Laws.  Prof. Prabhuswamy also suggested the course teachers, who have designed the new subject to widen the coverage of topic budget control and the same was noted.

· Dr. S. Nataraju suggested, to mention two books as prescribed books and other reference materials including books by foreign authors and new arrivals for the new subject and the same was noted.

Decision: Approved 

13.4: Any other matter with the permission of the Chair:

· Prof. Prakash Kanvi opined that there were major changes done to the syllabus but only slight modification carried out. Prof. P.Shivananda Bharathi expressed that frequent changes in the syllabus might result in inconvenience to the students and affect the consistency of the course content. Prof. Dr. Ramesh opined that if changes are required than inconvenience and consistency criteria can be ignored and can always go for necessary changes in the syllabus.  

· Dr. S.Nataraju sought suggestions for effective internship programmes before the board. Prof. Prakash Kanvi shared the mode of internship programmes carried out in their college for final year students. Dr. S. Nataraju highlighted the scope and design of internship programmes offered which starts from first year students. 

· Dr. S. Nataraju sought suggests from the board for appropriate value added course that could be introduced in similar disciplines with thirty or more contact classes. Prof. Prakash Kanvi suggested value added courses such as language lab, speakers’club and the like certificate programmes. Dr. S. Nataraju brought to the notice of the board that the college has exclusive clubs like research club (ORGAN), moot club, language lab, computer fundamentals and such other to impart value added programmes. Mr. Pradeep spoke on toast master programme which aims at public speaking, presentation skills and such other toast master activities among students without the involvement of mentor or trainer. 

· Mr. Jagadish A.T brought to the notice of the board about the students’ debating society in addition to various clubs functioning in the college including green guides, ORGAN, also mentioned few MOUs which aim at imparting value addition programmes to the students. 

· Mr. Pradeep with regard to programmes enabling placement suggested entrepreneurship programmes, provision to prepare and improve students proficiency various entry level exams such as GATE, GRT etc. 

· Mr. Jagadish A. T sought the help of placement wing of SJCE in view of placement opportunities to the students and Mr. Pradeep affirmatively responded that the students could seek and associate with the placement opportunities of SJCE.

· Mr. Jagadish A.T sought the suggestion from the board about plagiarism software/website which is costly when done independently for the college. Mr. Pradeep as a cost cutting measure suggested, to obtain membership/id through university instead of individual college membership.

· Dr. S. Nataraju sought the suggestion from the board with regard to environmental audit process. Prof. Prakash Kanvi advised to take systematic approach and also adopt the simple ones such as vehicle emission check. Mr. Pradeep suggested the smart campus idea. Prof. Basappa suggested, to approach the environmental audit inspectors for the same. 

The meeting concluded with a formal vote of thanks by Dr. Nataraju. S.

In this regard, the suggestion has been accepted. The respective course teacher was informed to identify the reasons and motivate them to give more attention in their academic performances.

(ii) Introduction of New Electives from the academic year 2017-18 onwards: The electives for Honors Programme have been introduced from the academic year 2017-18 batch onwards. The option to choose 2 subjects out of 8 electives has been implemented
(iii) The suggestions relating to parity and affinity between the pre- law & law subjects. (I.e. pre-law papers the syllabus components should have the elements of practical aspects which facilitate to study the law subjects.).It has been accepted and considered.

The members were briefed about the resolutions which were passed in the previous meeting.  Since there were no objections from the members, the proceedings were accepted and recorded.

DECISION:  Accepted.

AGENDA 2:Restructuring of the existing syllabus:

The Chairperson requested the members to review the entire curriculum and the overall syllabus was reviewed for identifying the required changes as per the incorporated changes resolved in the previous meeting.  After detailed discussion it was resolved to introduce some of the major changes.  The details are furnished in the Annexure showing the subject list and its components.

Dr. N. Vani Shree sought the views and suggestions from the members on the following areas in the respective subjects:

Dr. S. Nataraju suggested including the topic on Multi-modal Transport in the paper on WTO or Export and Import Regulations.  This was to be done after considering the units.  Dr. M.D. Krishna, opined that the legislation on FEMA be removed from the course Export and Import Legislations as the students at the graduation level would have studied the topic. 

Prof. Shivananda Bharathi, COE, gave a bird’s eye view on the importance of Employment Laws.

Dr. N. Vani Shree clarified the topics which were overlapping in the subjects of WTO, Export and Import Legislations and Transnational Commercial Transactions and the unitization was proposed to be updated according to the current trend in the Corporate World.

Prof. Nagendramurthy .M.P. recommended the importance of the subject on International Commercial Arbitration before the members.

Dr. M.D. Krishna placed a very significant recommendation on the course of IPR.  He suggested that there be two papers on IPR (IPR- 1) and (IPR-2), the first paper shall comprise of only Patents and Copyrights (National and International Perspective) and the second paper shall comprise of all other IPRs’ with a comparative approach.  The additional paper on IPR was to replace the existing paper on Allied Corporate Laws.  The members had an elaborate discussion on this and came to a conclusion to bring about the changes in future.

The Chairman of the PG Department suggested changing the nomenclature of the course from Labour and Industrial Legislations to ‘Employment Laws’ focusing on both the employer and the employee.

Mr. Chandrashekar B.N. Chartered Accountant highlighted the importance of GST and agreed to update the syllabus to be implemented from the next academic year.  

Discussion was carried out with respect to each of the courses of LL.M., and its relevance to the students and their employability.

DECISION:  The above changes will be implemented from the academic year 2018-19.

AGENDA 3:  Any other matter with the permission of the Chair:

The valuable inputs given by the members for the improvement of the PG programme during the deliberations are as follows:

One of the most important aspects on the course of Project Work was to include the Pedagogies and Methods of Teaching.

Prof. Nagendramurthy suggested that the PG students must start class room teaching initially.  The details are:

Ist Semester- Observation (To be present in a class room and observe the teaching methods)

2nd Semester - The Students are required to teach pre-law subjects.

3rd Semester -The Students are required to teach any topic from the Law course of their choice for a week and collect the feedback from the UG students and the concerned subject teacher.  In addition to this, the students are required to prepare a Module based on the entire topic covered by them for over a week.  This would enhance their writing skills and the module should comply with the research standards including the (footnotes, research preliminaries, bibliography, heliography etc.) The course teacher should also observe the skills honed by the students so that the confidence level of the students is enhanced.

4th Semester- Submission of the Modules 

PROJECT WORK AND PEDAGOGIES FOR TEACHING (INCLUDING INTERNSHIP)

Marks Allocation:  1. Project Work - 40 Marks

                               2. Class room teaching including preparation of Module – 40 Marks

                               3. Internship – 20 Marks

Total: 100 Marks

Accordingly, the marks distribution for evaluation was increased to be based on the students’ performance.

Regarding the course on dissertation in the 4th semester, the marks allotted to the various components was suggested by Dr. S. Nataraju.  The Chairperson suggested that, the dissertation work should commence from the 3rd semester itself so that the whole of the second year the students get enough time to research and complete their work.  In the 3rd semester, the students will have to choose a topic, prepare a tentative synopsis and research design and in the 4th semester, they shall continue their research (doctrinal and non-doctrinal), visit libraries, conduct expert interviews and analyze the data, so that they are well equipped for drafting of the dissertation.  The marks allocations for various components of dissertation work including viva-voce are as follows:

These major changes were approved by the honorable members of the Board and was resolved to implement from the next academic year.
